What inspires your designs? 

Mother Nature and the beauty of the semi precious stones
inspire me to create a truly unique and wonderful piece of art.
The beautiful colors and organic shapes of the beads are a big
factor in my designs. I work with a color fashion trend compa-
ny which enables me to keep up with the future styles for each
season.

What is your current favorite piece?
